We have pleasure in inviting you to take part in our ‘Coast to Coast’ which is a two day Tour to be held on Thursday and Friday 15th and 16th May 2025. Our Touring Assembly is authorised by Motorsport UK with an Organising Permit/Certificate of Exemption.     

Event
The Coast to Coast is open to members of Wigton Motor Club and other enthusiasts driving historic, classic and other sporting cars of any age. We will start from Bowness on Solway, Cumbria with a bacon sandwich and coffee in the Hunter Café at the Garrison Bistro. A list of starters and start times will be e-mailed with final instructions one week prior. 
The route on Thursday 15th will be in several sections interspersed with breaks for coffee, lunch and a visit to Beamish Museum before staying overnight at Hartlepool and will be defined by a simple road book with Tulip Diagrams and distances which will be issued at the start. If you or your passenger are first timers please feel free to call us and ask us for help and instruction on ‘tulips’ and anything else that may not be clear. Ensure your car insurance covers you for this Touring Assembly which is a non timed, non competitive event run entirely on public roads. The route will consist of a mix of minor roads but with some ‘A’ class road mileage to keep the event moving eastwards.
On Friday 16th we visit the ‘National Museum of the Royal Navy’ close to our designated hotels followed by a visit to ‘The National Railway Museum’ at Shildon. Thereafter entrants are free to return by the A689 to Carlisle. There are no formal meal arrangments on Friday but refreshments are available at both museum venues.
Entries -The entry fee for Wigton Motor Club members will be £125 per car and for non members £135. Included are bacon rolls and tea/coffee at the start, coffee and brownie bites mid morning, a light meal at lunchtime and entry to Beamish on Thursday for two crew members. An additional cost for extra crew members will be £50 pp. On Friday there will be a charge of £12 per person at the Royal Navy Museum – payable at the door and there are no charges for entry to the rail museum. No provision is made for food stops on the return journey as entrants will spend different times to browse the museum exhibits. If any entrants already hold an annual ticket for Beamish they may deduct £16.25 per person from our event entry fee. Please inform us if that is the case.
The road book, instructions, meal tickets, self adhesive plates and a commemorative award will be distributed at signing on at the start. Entries are open from the publication of these details. The organisers will accept the first 40 entries received. 
Entries can be made by bank transfer and emailed to Ron Palmer or by cheque and posted to Ron Palmer. All details are at the bottom of the entry form.

 Hotel accommodation at Hartlepool can be at the Premier Inn, Hartlepool Marina or The Travelodge both a short walk from the Royal Navy Museum. 
Accomodation is to be arranged and paid for directly by entrants for the night of Thursday 15th as it has not been possible to negotiate any beneficial group rates.      
Dinner for our group has been arranged and an area reserved at the Brewers Fayre next to the Premier Inn from 7pm – again at entrants cost.
Early booking for accommodation is recommended to secure your room.
